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Sikh man,
son killed
in Canada
gang clash

Ottawa: An Indian-origin
Sikh man, described as a
“higher-level figure” in the
organised crime scenein Can-
ada, and his 11-year-old son
were shot and killed in what
police have called a “sick and
twisted” escalation of gang
violence in the city of Edmon-
ton.

Harpreet Singh Uppal,
41, and his son were gunned
down outside a fuel station
on Thursday afternoon in a
Dbrazen, daytime shooting, Ed-
monton Police Service acting
Superintendent Colin Derksen
told the media on Friday.

The boy's young friend,
who was in Uppal's car at the
time, survived with no physi-
cal injuries. Derksen said the
police do not know whether
the shooter or shooters knew
children were in the car when
they began following Uppal.

“But what we do know,
sadly, is that once the shooter
or the shooters learned that
the son was there, they inten-
tionally shot and killed him,"
the Edmonton Journal quoted
Derksen as saying.

He added killing children
‘was once a “line in the sand”
gang members refused ta
cross, but that is changing.

“That i8 sick and twisted,”
Derksen said. “I think most
gang members would agree.”

Police have not released
the name of the boy, pending
an autopsy. Derksen said a
suspect vehicle — astolen 2012
BMW X6 — was located on fire
north of Beaumont. No one
was located inside the vehicle
and noinjuries werereported.

The power outage is the re-
sult of an Israeli siege of Gaza
for the past month that has cut
off water, food, electricity and
fuel

Israel imposed the siege
days after an attack on Isra-
el by Hamas that killed more
than 1,000 pecple, according to
the Israeli authorities.

The lack of power has
forced surgeons to operate
by flashlight and doctors and
nurses to run ventilators by
hand to keep patients alive.

Hamas deal
on hostages

New York: Hamas and Israel
are negotiating two hostage
release proposals, one involy-
ing a small number of people
and one that could involve 100
or more civilians being held in
the Gaza Strip, according to of-
ficials briefed on the talks.
Hamas and other Palestin-
ian

240 people hostage in Gaza, ac-
cording to Israeli officials and
others briefed on the talks. A
little less than half of them
are civilians, and the larger
deal being negotiated would
involve the release of all of
those, one official said.

Under one proposal being
discussed, Hamas would re-
Jease 10 to 20 civilian hostages

Israeli women and children
as well as foreigners, includ-
ing Americans - in exchange
for a brief pause in hostilities,
one official briefed on the talks
said. That could be followed by
alarger release of about 100 ci-
vilians if terms are met.

In exchange for releasing
all the civilians, Hamas is
asking for a brief pause, move
humanitarian aid, fuel for
hospitals and the release of
‘women and childven in Israeli
prisons, the official said, add-
ing that Israeli authorities had
expressed uncertainty about
releasing their prisoners.

Qatar, which hosts the po-
litical offices of Hamas, has

n the main mediator in the
talks, and senior US officials
are also involved.

US officials have broadly
endorsed the notion of Israel
pausing its attacks in Gaza for
a hostage release, saying zlus

Hamas officials have tried to
argue that the group’s fighters
raided only military outposts
in Israel on October 7, when
armed men killed about 1,200
Israelis and took about 240
people hostage. But videos
and other evidence show that
Hamas also attacked civilians
in their homes.

Hamas officials are telling
negotiators that they have
all or almost all of the Israeli
military personnel who were
captured, numbering 130 to
140, but have no intention of
releasing them soon, an offi-
cial said.

Israeli officials have not re-
leased any breakdowns of mil-
itary versus civilian hostages.

Hamas released a small
number of hostages in two
rounds last month — one of
an American mother and her
daughter who also have Israeli
citizenship and another of two
elderly Israeli women. One

Israel's original official
toll from the attacks had not
come under the level of scru-
tiny that the US has applied
to the death toll eompiled by
the authorities in the Gaza
Strip, where thousands have
died in weeks of heavy Israeli
bombardment and a ground
invasion.

The health ministry in
the Gaza Strip, which Hamas
controls, has said that more
than 11,000 people have been
Killed since the war began last
month, including more than

re bu their bod-
ies were otherwise mutilated,
requiring extensive testing to
establish their identities, ac-
cording to officials at Israel's
main forensicinstitute.

The Gaza death toll has
been subject to debate among
US and Israeli officials.
Some, including US Pres-
ident Joe Biden, have cast

doubt on the figures of health
officials in Gaza, given Hamas’
control over the territory.

But in recent days, several
top officials in the Biden ad-
ministration have acknowl-
edged that thousands of Pal-
estinian civilians have been
killed since Israel's bombard-
mentof Gaza began.

They have declined to offer
their own estimates, saying
they are unable to verify the
data provided by Gaza's health
ministry.

On Tuesday, the US
national security spokesper-
son, John Kirby, told report-
ers,

“There have been many
thousands killed,” and on
‘Wednesday, Barbara Leaf, as-
sistant secretary of state for
Near Eastern affairs, told a
House committee that the ci-
vilian death toll in Gaza could
be even higher than the num-
bers that Gaza’s authorities
have released.

The UN, rights groups, and
aid organisations have contin-
ued to cite the ministry, while
also saying that they cannot
independently confirm its fig-
ures.

But they say the ministry’s
death tolls have been found to
be consistent with their own
investigations after past con-
flicts, and a US state depart-
ment report this year cited the
ministry’s figures.
