3 tourists dle in househoat fire

Srinagar: Thiee tourists from
Bangladesh died in a massive
fire in a group of houseboats
in Srinagar on Sunday that
also reduced five houseboats
and seven residential houses
toashes,

The houseboats caught fire
early in the morning, prompt-
ing authorities to launch an
operation to rescue the civil-
ians and douse the flames.

“The fire has killed three
Bangladeshi tourists, who
were all male. I don't have
their names as their docu-
ments got burnt during the
fire,” Mohammad Asif, owner
of the Safina group of house-
boats, told The Telegraph.

“We have lost five house-
boats and the seven adjoining
residential structures worth
around Rs 20 crore. [ was in
Delhi and returned in the af-
ternoon following the tragic
incident.”

Police identified the de-
ceased tourists as Anindaya
Kowshal, Das Gupta and Mo-
hammad Moinud.

The police said the confla-
gration quickly spread and en-
gulfed five houseboats — Safi-
na, Sabreena, Young Gulshan,
LalaRukhand Khar Palace.

“Seven residential huts
and neighbouring houses in
the vicinity were also gutted
in the ensuing blaze,” a police
spokesman said.

During the day, deputy
commissioner of Srinagar
Aijaz Asad, who visited the
spot, had said they had res-
cued all the civilians.

“Five houseboats opposite
Ghat number 9 and some ad-
joining huts were damaged

in the five. All the agencies
ineluding the SDRF (State Dis-
aster Response Force), Jamimu
and Kashmir police and the
fire and emergency services
department tried to bring the
fire under control. Residents
andtourists were immediately
reseued and taken to safe plac-
es,” Asad told reporters.
“Additionally, four more
Thouseboats could have caught
fire but were immediately re-
lacated because of which fur:
ther damage was prevented.
As I said, no loss of life was
allowed.”
The death of three foreign
tourists has put a question
mark on theclaims of authori-
tiesof doing enough to prevent
theloss of lives.

Twin suicides at Brahma
Kumaris ashram in Agra

Lucknow: Two sisters who
used to stay at a Brahma Ku-
maris ashram in Agra com-
‘mitted suicide on Friday night,
leaving behind two notes al-
leging extortion and illegal
activities at thespiritual organ-
isation that has its branches
across the country.
Police said the sisters

37-year-old Ekta Kumari and
34+ yeax-eld Shlkha Kumari

Rs 7 lakh from them. Ekta has
stated that the same person took
Rs 18 lakh from older women
members by one or the other
means in the name of devel-
opment of the ashram but he
never did any work there. Some
persons sexually exploited some
other inmates in some ashrams.
Ekta has written that such per-
sons and their associates should
be awarded life term the way it
happened with Asaram,” said a
police officer in Lucknow on the

ashram and appealed to chief
minister Yogi Adityanath toen-
sure that the culprits got life sen-
tence like godman-turned-con-
victed rapist Asaam Bapu.

The police said the sisters
had named four persons from
Agra Dholpur and Gwalior's
Brahma Kumaris ashrams and

them for their suicide.

“They have stated that a
man cheated both of them and
brought them to the ashram in
Agra after fraudulently taking

Sonu Kumar, the younger
brother of the two women, told
reporters in Agra on Saturday:
“A senior inmate called me at
11.18pm last night and told me
that my sisters had

“I had met my sisters in the
ashram two days ago but they
didn’t tell meanything," hesaid.

He said hissisters had joined
the Brahma Kumauis after their
training in Mount Abu eight
yearsago Later, they were shift-
ed to the Jagner branch when it
wasbuiltfour yearsago.

Sonam Kirmar, deputy com-
missioner of police of Agra
West, said: “We have registered
a case on the basis of the suicide
notes and a complaint from the
family members of the victim.
The women have leveled serious
chargesagainstsomeemployees
of thebranches of the centre. We
need to investigate them thor-
oughly.”

New Delhi: The National
Council for Teacher Edu-
cation (NCTE) has allowed
students of its approved col-
leges to avail themselves of
maternity and childcare leave
during the course of their
study.

The duration of their
course will be extended ac-
cordingly, the NCTE has said
in a recent letter to state gov-
ernments. It has relaxed the
duration under the norms and
standard of all teacher educa-
tion programmes,

“The eligible candidates
shall be entitled to avail the
maternity leave/child cate
leave as per guidelines issued
by UGC/State/UT govern-
ment/ Affiliating body con-
cerned,” theletter said.

Nearly 17,000 colleges have
been approved by the NCTE
for running teacher education
courses.

Under the MPhil/PhD reg-
ulations 2016, the University
Grants Commission (UGC)
has already provided the
benefit to research students in
the universities for up to 240

ys.

In 2021, the commission
extended the benefits to
undergraduate and postgrad-
uate students. It requested
all higher education institu-
tions to frame rules for grant-
ing this facility to students.
The institutions have been
asked to allow relaxations
or exemptions in attendance
and date for submitting ex-
amination forms for such stu-
dents.
