Mumbai: Six out of six and
Team India are already fo-
cused on the knockouts. The
outcome of their remaining
matches against Sri Lanka,
South Africa and the Nether-
lands could only alter their po-
sition slightly in the top four:

Under an unrelenting sun
at the Wankhede on Tuesday
afternoon, a few of the Indian
players slogged it out keeping
in mind their opponents in the
next stage. Up in the stands,
workers were busy providing
finishing touches to the stat-
ue of one Sachin Tendulkar,
which will be inaugurated on
Wednesday.

Knowing well that India
could run into Australia or
South Africa in the semi-fi-
nals, the onus was on tack-
ling the short-pitched stuff.

Kohli’s tons of blessmgs

New Delhi: On the verge of
equalling Sachin Tendulkar’s
record number of ODI cen-
turies, star India batter Virat
Kohli on Tuesday said he had
never thought of accumulat-
ing so many runs and hun-
dreds when he began his ca-

reern

Kohli has been in terrific
form with the bat in the ongo-
ing ODI World Cup with one
century and three half-centu-
ries in six matches. He scored
103 not out against Bangla-
desh in Pune on October 19
for his 48th ODI hundred, one
short of Tendulkar's world re-
cord.

“If we talk about cricket,
had never thought of achiev-
ingall, as in where my career
is and how god has blessed me
(with) such a career span and
performances,” Kohli told Star
Sports.

“Lhad always dreamt I'd do

this, but I had never thought
things would pan out this way
exactly. Nobody can plan these
things, the way your journey is
going, and the way things un-
fold in front of you.

He said he had to change
his “discipline and lifestyle”
as he found himself lacking in
professionalismat some point
inhis career.

“My only focus was that
1 should perform well for the
team and win games for the
team from difficult situations.
For that, I made quite a few

changes along the way regard-
ing discipline and lifestyle.

“ILalways had the drive in
me, but I lacked the profes-
sionalism. Now, I have a sin-
gle-minded focus on how T
want to play the game, and
after that, the results I've
achieved are from playing that
way itself,” headded.

Kohli, who made his India
debut in 2008, said the effort
put in by a cricketer is al-
ways recognised by the sport.
“The game recognises ef-
fort. Honestly, that's what [
have learnt from my career.
I've played cricket by giving
my hundred per cent on the
field, and the blessings I have
got from it have been given to
me by God, and I had never
thought things would have un-
folded this way,” he said.
